DISCUSSION: The City of Willcox Planning & Zoning Commission was presented with an Agenda
item at the May 26, 2010 meeting that consisted of a rezone request for Parcels 203-29-203 through
203-29-207. The request was from the Parcel owner which is Old Pueblo Community Services,
represented by Dr. Ed Robinson. The request was to rezone these five parcels located on the southeast
corner of Arizona Avenue and Rex Allen Drive from the current CC-1 (Central Commercial)} zoning to

R-5 (Large Scale Development).

At this same meeting Dr. Robinson showed plans for the homes he planned to build on these parcels.
After some discussion it was moved and seconded to deny the request for a rezone. The concerns
brought up by the Commissioners were the lack of prime, commercially zoned properties along Rex
Allen Drive for future development, these parcels desirable location near a current shopping center
would be a great location for a strip mall or shops, and it was also brought up that the two story design
of the planned duplex homes could compromise the back yard privacy of the existing homes across the

alley from these parcels.

Attached is a map of the Parcels as well as the Ordinances which the Planning & Zoning Commission
must follow for a rezone request. Also attached are the draft minutes of the Planning & Zoning
Commission meeting held on May 26, 2010.

DECISION: The City Council can accept the decision of the Planning and Zoning Commission not
rezone: or the City Council can have the rezone go to public meetings where the City Council can
review these comments from the public meetings and make their final decision.

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Chapter 17

Section 17.16.040 Amendments to Title and Map

A. This title, including the map, may be amended, but all proposed amendments shall be
submitted first to the planning and zoning commission for its recommendations, which
recommendations shall be submitted to the city council for its consideration within a
reasonable time.

B. Any person seeking an amendment of this title or map shall submit to the planning and zoning
commission a written application on forms furnished by the city designating the change
desired and the reasons therefore, and shall pay a filing fee of fifty dollars to the city. Upon
receipt of the application and the payment of the filing fee, the planning and zoning
comunission shall consider the request and shall certify its recommendations to the cily
council. Failure on the part of the planning and zoning commission to certify its
recommendations to the city council within thirty days from receipt of the petition shall be
deemed fo constitute approval unless a longer period is granted by the city council. The fee
required herein shall not be returned to the applicant. The planning and zoning commission,
manager, or city council may also initiate amendments to this title without payment of the
filing fee.

C. All amendments 1o this title shall be made in accordance with the comprehensive plan for land
use. It is public policy that this title shall not be amended unless it can be shown that changed
or changing conditions make the proposed amendment reasonably necessary to the promotion
of the purposes of this title.

D. Amendments to this title may be adopted only after a public hearing in relation thereto before
the city council at which parties in interest and citizens shall have an opportunity to be heard.
A notice of the time and place of such hearing shall be published in a newspaper of general
circulation within the city as required by law. (Prior code §17.16.040).




CHAPTER 17

Section 17.92.220 Powers and Duties of the Planning and Zoning Commission.

The Planning and Zoning commission shall have the following powers and duties with respect to
zoning in the city:

A. The planning and zoning commission shall hear and decide requests for amendments to this
title. The planning and zoning commission may also act on its own initiative in considering and
recommending amendments to this title. Before a favorable recommendation is given, however,
1t must be shown that:

The amendment will not be contrary to the land use plan,

The amendment will not militate against the fulfillment of any other provisions of the
comprehensive plan,

The amendment will not decrease nor adversely affect the health, safety, convenience,
morals or general welfare of the public,

The amendment will more fully carry out the intent and purpose of this title,
Balancing the interest of the petitioner with the interest of the public, both interests will
be served better by adopting such an amendment.

In considering a request for an amendment to the zoning title or map, the planning and
zoning commission may submit a recommendation for or against the request or it may
recommend an alternate amendment;

B. To hear requests for permits to construct mobile home parks, travel trailer courts, farm labor
camps, group dwellings and planned unit development subject to the standards set forth in this
title pertaining thereto;

C. Any other duty imposed in the planning and zoning commission under the terms of this title.

17.60.010 Objectives and characteristics of zone.
A. This zone covers the central commercial and financial part of the city and is primarily suited for retail
and service establishments. The regulations have been made with a view to preserving and encouraging
the use of the land for retail establishments, plus certain other uses of an allied nature. Fabrication and
processing activities in connection with, and incidental to, the primary function of retailing are also
permitted along with motels, and other tourist accommodations, Since the area within this zone comprises
the principal retailing and financial center of all of Sulphur Springs Valley, certain restrictions have been
placed upon the use of land. Storage of merchandise, products, or materials must be enclosed within
buildings or a sight-obscuring fence. No dust, smoke, odor, or vibration shall be emitted which is
discernible beyond the zone boundary. Dwellings and other uses which tend to thwart the use of land for
the primary function of retailing, personal service, tourist accommeodations, and business establishments,

have also been excluded.
B. In order to accomplish the objectives and purposes of this title and to stabilize and protect the essential

characteristics of this zone, the following regulations in this chapter shall apply in the CC-1 central
commercial zone. (Prior code §17.60.01 0)
